As the needs of the 
industry have developed, so the activities of DTG 
Testing have expanded and now include:

• Conformance testing of DTT receiver products,
   including DTR devices 

• Development of test materials for use by 
   manufacturers 

• Management of the Engineering Channel for 
   over-air upgrades to receiver software 
   
• Interactive application testing 

• Development of test and conformance regimes
 ...for Freesat and new international platforms

DTG Testing and  its Test Centre are key  elements 
of the DTG’s activities in the building of the digital  
future which will see the computing, telecommuni-
cations, Internet and television industries increas-
ingly addressing common markets. 

The DTG and DTG Testing Ltd will be the key to 
successful convergence of these once-diverse 
technologies.

DTG Testing’s Test Centre will continue to evolve 
and adapt to the needs of this process of con- 
vergence and to be ideally placed to solve the  
inevitable interoperability issues as they arise.

NOTES 1. Proposals for change may come from existing Technical Group, Technical Council member, DTG Testing or member organisation. 2. Dedicated group should review all areas of D-Book at regular intervals. This group could comprise chairmen of the main 
technical groups or other experts to ensure all of D-Book is covered. 3. Technical Council may refer the proposal to an existing Technical Group or create a new Task Group to deal with the proposal if it approves it in principle. Group needs clear terms of reference 
and must consider implications of proposal for broadcasters, manufacturers and consumers alike. Output of group is first considered by members of Technical Council, who approve “publication of draft” for comment. 4. Publication for comment for a period of, say, 
four weeks on a new section of the DTG website. 5. Weekly announcement in the Friday Bulletin (new section: D-Book changes) and on website during the comment period and notice given when the period is about to end. Comments are fed to the appropriate group 
for consideration and possible modification of the proposal. If proposal is changed it needs to be open for comment again unless Technical Council agrees with group that it is a minor editorial change, not one of substance. 6. When all changes have been made, and 
effect on legacy products has been considered, Technical Council authorises the change to the D-Book and advises DTG Council. Notice of the change is advised through Friday Bulletin and on website, together with the effective date of the change. 7. Support for 
the D-Book as the basis of conformance comes from the test suites developed by DTG Testing. Liaison to be established as soon as work commences on change to D-Book and continues through validation phase of test suite so that release can be achieved at time 
of announcement of new version of D-Book. 8. “D-Book Editor” could be a panel. Responsibility for maintaining the D-Book and associated information lies with the DTG Technology Director.
